with me years later. It reminds me

The reason I do what I do is to do my 

bit to help protect natural habitats and 
wildlife for future generations.

What is your greatest motivator 
even when it’s hard working out there?

Seeing someone get excited about nature. It reminds me how
important access to nature is for our mental health. I feel so lucky to
experience that every day and I want to remove barriers to nature to

ensure as many people as possible can benefit from it too.
